Just a few Suggestions for During the Break.


	Try to keep your routine about the same as the regular school routine. Program 545-Cops (545-2677) into your cellphone- it is the quickest way to contact the police.


Look up & down alleys everyday as you walk, bike or drive by. Immediately report suspicious activity to police.


Don’t leave intriguing items visible in your car. Stow it, don’t show it!


Lock your house doors even if you are in your yard or walking the dog.


Keep garage doors closed at all times.


Discourage walk-up workers by never hiring them—Hire folks recommended by friends & neighbors .


Use porch and other outdoor lights at night. Lights & moyion detectors can help with security AND save energy. 


Don’t look like a victim! Keep you head up, be alert, and make eye contact. Be aware of your surroundings and others on the street.


Try not to walk or jog alone during early mornings or late at night.
